From the first pen to the last, a wonderful show of Sheep, providing our Judge, Mr M MacIntyre with 

a stern test of his skills. After some deliberation throughout the classes, his Champions were chosen 

as the pair of 55kg Beltex from Messrs R Hall & Sons, Inglewood Edge, these later selling to £245 per 

life to Vivers (Scot Lamb) Ltd, who also purchased the Reserve Champions , again from Inglewood 

Edge, with these 49kg Pair of Beltex selling to £220 per life.   

Top pence per kilo  was achieved by Mr S Ostle, Whelpo Bridge Farm, whose pair of 44kg Beltex 

Gimmers sold 550pkg or £242 .

SHOW CATTLE  

An incredible turnout of Prime Cattle, providing a stern test of our Judge’s, Mr C Bell, abilities, with 
outstanding cattle throughout the building.  After much deliberation it was a British Blue X Heifer 
from Ian and Nathan Grainger, Kiln Close that took the Judges eye, and was tapped out as the days 
Champion.  This 666kg Heifer was the receipeint of much attention pre-sale and it was at sale time 
that severe competition pushed the price to 760pkg, producing a new centre record.  The winning 
bid was made by Haighs Butchers, Workington, to supply their West Cumbrian Customers, with 
super beef through the festive period. 
Reserve Champion was also from the Kiln Close stable and as first prize Limousin Heifer, winning a 

very strong class, her sale price of 540pkg to the Judge Mr C Bell, ensured her just rewards. 

PRIME CATTLE – 148 

The Commercial Prime Cattle were sold through Ring Two with a run of cattle to envy any other 
outlets. Phenomenal cattle were forward from all vendors with a fierce ring side of buyers both old 
and new to ensure all cattle selling beyond expectations.
